Title of Presentation: Accessing OGC Web Services Via a Web Browser
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Brief Summary of Presentation

One of the beauties of Web Services is that many of them are accessible on the Web using only a simple Web browser as the client, and can then be tested and customized by simply editing the Web Service’s URL in the browser’s address bar.  In this manner,  Eric will demonstrate how to use certain OGC Web Services, and the strengths and shortcomings of each, including WMS, WFS, SOS and GeoRSS.  He will also demonstrate several tools available for developing more sophisticated browser based clients to access Web Services and present the data, including OpenLayers and Google Maps.
Opportunities Presented for Sharing Data
The SOS Cookbooks for Java, Python and PERL provide an easy path to setting up SOS Web Services.  These will be covered in detail during subsequent Webinars.

Remaining Issues 

Future Webinars will be scheduled to cover the actual tasks of implementing the OOSTethys SOS Cookbooks, developing scripts to chain SOS services to GeoRSS, Google Maps, etc.
