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Brief Summary of Presentation

The Gulf of Maine Ocean Data Partnership (ODP) stands poised to become a national leader in defining and advancing the vision of the Environmental Web 2.0.  That’s partly because ODP members are involved in some of the biggest environmental information networks in the world. So there’s a lot of experience to leverage. But the biggest advantage is the ODP itself. Our members have funding from various agencies that are advancing their own type of environmental information network, including NOAA, EPA, NSF, GeoConnections, USGS and others. The opportunity lies in linking the multiple networks for coastal applications, where fresh-water, salt-water, terrestrial and atmospheric monitoring systems all need to work together. This workshop will show how we can get there, and demonstrate why the Open Geospatial Consortium and other consensus-standards organizations hold important keys to the future.
